Well it had to arrive at some point - the
Clarke family have been involved with
the Royal Mail and Lode Post Office
since electricity arrived here!

My parents Muriel and Henry (Nobby -
for the newer arrivals) took over the
Post Office and postal deliveries at
3 Abbey Lane soon after the end of the
second world war.

At that time my father had to deliver not
only to the Shrubbs farm down by the
Cam but even over the Lode to, | think,
a bungalow on the other side.

| guess at this time around half a sack
of mail arrived a day. In those days a
great amount of mail traffic was local
and as the mailman delivered our mail
he would collect our post and drop it off
at Post Offices he passed on his route
from Cambridge to Burwell and the
same on return trip - so local mail was
often delivered the same
day! (even though he
had time for a cup of tea
each time he called).

My father bought
26 High Street where we
moved when | was

about 7 and opened a
slightly larger shop.
During this period we
(the village) had Ham
Lee's shop (where Alan
Lamb lives) and
Maureen and Bill
Newman's greengrocery
shop where 10 Lode
Road is now (later
became Andy's
Hairdresser shop)
before number 10 was
built.

My father retired from
the mail in 1978 as |
took on the mantle in
September of that year, Valene waniny

Nobby & Muriel, 1943

on the role of Postmistress in 1984
when my parents eventually fully
retired.

At this time we were receiving around 3
sacks of mail in the morning and half a
sack in the afternoon.

We ftransported the Post Office a
couple of times - through varying
fortunes - from 26, to 33 and then to 24
(all in the High Street).

We moved into 24 in 1993 and enjoyed
our longest period in one house until
Val retred and we moved to our
current abode in Station Road. At the
peak of the mail we were receiving
around 15 sacks of mail in the morning
(now no afternoon delivery).

It has been quite a journey and it has
been a privilege to serve the residents
and community of this fantastic village
and we are so pleased to have found
such a treasure, in
Corinne (and Jez !) to
take over at number
24, making my
transition so much
more pleasant.

My final (official) day
as a postman was 1st.
November 2014.

God Bless you all and
thank you for your
forbearance.

Seeing one lady setting up as we went
into the hall did not prepare us for who
she turned into 30 minutes later. Sue
had changed into her sparkling attire
that she uses for her demonstrations
and teaching and had also brought
many other beautiful costumes with her
that she uses.

Sue began by saying that Belly
dancing or Raks Sharki is an umbrella
description for the many styles of
dancing from the Middle East and is
one of the oldest dance forms in the
World. It is associated with fertility and
can be danced by anyone. It can
improve  stamina, posture, co-
ordination and balance and lower
stress levels.

Sue spoke of how there are pictures in
the pyramids showing belly dancers as
far back as 1350BC. During the Roman
Empire women who performed belly
dancing were paid in grain and
livestock.

The Gypsy influence goes from India
across to Spain via Turkey and North
Africa and young women
demonstrated other culture’s dances
and so spread the culture across the
Trade route. During the Ottoman
Empire women travelled between
Harems and taught Arts, Culture and
the Etiquette of Belly Dancing to the
ladies of the Harem.

However in contrast to this the
Egyptian gypsies danced in the street
and were associated with prostitution.
Napoleon banned belly dancers for
spreading disease and unrest and 400

It is some months since the membership
voted for the Extraordinary General Meeting
(EGM) resolution to negotiate a sale of the
property at Lode Road to Julie and Richard
Peters. A contract was drawn up in July
and sent to the buyers’ solicitor, and
although apparently initially acceptable to
the solicitor, this has been returned with
substantial amendments.

The main point of difference is whether the
buyers require planning change of use. The
committee is advised that this is required
and the Planning Authority has confirmed
that this is so. However recent legislation
allows an owner of a property such as a
social club to operate a restaurant for a
temporary period of two years without prior
change of use. During that two years
change of use must be obtained or the
restaurant will have to close and the
building revert to its original use.

The committee believes that opening a

restaurant at 45 Lode Road under the
new Iegislation and without first
nge of use fails to
shatlsfy 5 embers’ resolution that

s operate a pub/restaurant
for a penod of ten years. We
therefore instructed the Club’s
solicitor to withdraw from the contract
if the buyers do not accept this
condition. This we did on the basis
that we are unable to negotiate a
satisfactory contract and because the
Club cannot be expected to incur
ever increasing legal costs in these
circumstances.

We hope the buyers will now commit
to applying for change of use prior to
sale, and that the directors may
proceed to exchange of contracts
very soon. If this does not now
happen, then the members will be
informed of the situation in detail in
preparation for a further resolution.

Lode and Longmeadow

were harvested in the last

two weeks of November.

Lots of mud on the roads but by

now the crop should be well on its
way to being turned into fuel

The Anaerobic Digester plant
between Chittering and Stretham
uses chopped whole maize plants
and grass to produce gas to provide
heat and electricity.

It is located on the site of Produce
Connection Ltd, which grows, packs
and stores potatoes. There are five
enclosed digester tanks, about
10 metres high and 20 metres in
diameter. These use micro-organisms,
like giant stomachs, to produce carbon
dioxide and methane.

The word anaerobic means
that the process takes place in
enclosed vessels in the absence of air.

The methane is separated and fed into
a combined heat and power unit.

From Fen Fields to Fuel

This is used to heat the buildings and
to generate electricity to feed into the

electricity grid. There are also
opportunities, at other digester plants,
for the methane to be injected into the

gas grid or to be liquefied to
produce fuel for vehicles.
The left over material is called

digestate, which is used as a fertiliser
for the potato crops, so saving the use
of artificial fertilisers. The facility is
rated at 3.5 megawatts and uses up to
25,000 tonnes of maize per vyear,
arriving in 700 lorries from about
7 square kilometres of planted land in
the district.

Interestingly, the nearby
solar farm in Stretham
occupies only 0.3 square
kilometres and generates
on a yearly average
2 megawatts of
electricity.
