Finance 

The accounting statement 2015/5016 
was signed by Cllr Stevens on behalf 
of the PC after an small error had been 
corrected..  

As is the normal practice any 
interested person will be given the right 
to inspect the accounting records for 
the financial year between Monday 
6 June and Friday 15 July 2016.  

The Fassage 

Cllr Stevens reported that he had 
improved the fixing of the two weather 
vanes on Fassage Hall. This had 
proved to be difficult as the gable ends 
were only one brick thick. 

Recently Playsafety carried out, on 
behalf of RoSPA, the annual 
inspection of the play area. This is 
carried out so that parents can be 
confident that their children are able to 
play in a safe environment. Obviously 
over time a number of faults will 
develop and be identified by the 
inspector. Cllr Platten is ensuring that 
these are put right

Trees/Hedging 

Mr Platten, in his role of tree warden, 
reported that White Fen Wood is 
growing nicely this year, and a bid for a 
further 420 saplings for planting in the 
autumn has been submitted.  

Hedging along the B1102 commenced 
last year and it is anticipated that this 
will continue in the further field towards 
Longmeadow in the autumn.  

Requests for plants have been made to 
the Woodland Trust and National Trust. 
The orchard trees are mostly doing well 
but two or three need replacing.   

Planning 

Planning for the development of housing 
on the Broughton Hall site is now being 
handled by a different group of 
architects. A proposal  for ten houses 
was presented to the Council and a 
number of comments made. Cllr 
Stevens opened the discussion of the 
proposal by welcoming the architect to 
the meeting and pointing out that the PC 
was not in a position to agree to 
anything before the actual planning 
application is submitted to ECDC. 

The following planning application for 
development on 1 Quy Road, submitted 
by Triform Properties Ltd, was then 
considered. The proposal calls for 
conversion of outbuildings to five 
dwellings.  In discussion of this item it 
was agreed that the response should 
identify the need for all construction 
vehicles to be parked at all times on site 
and not on the road and the need for 
visibility splays to be installed as the exit 
comes out onto the cycle way used by 
Bottisham Village College students. 

What Does Lode 
Parish Council Do? 

Residents who have moved here 
recently, especially from cities, towns 
and boroughs, may be perplexed at 
the concept of Parish Councils.  

Here we have the Cambridgeshire 
County Council, which is responsible 
for roads and transport, street 
lighting, gully emptying, footpaths, 
education, libraries, social services, 
waste disposal etc.  

East Cambridgeshire District Council 
is responsible for planning, housing, 
licensing, environmental matters, 
domestic waste collection, street 
cleaning and some community 
services provision etc. 

The most local tier of Local 
Government is Lode Parish Council, 
which is responsible for the 
cemetery, allotments, recreation 
ground, the Fassage Hall, the play 
area, bus shelters, bins, signs and 
seats. It is also consulted on 
planning applications and other 
matters by the other Councils. 

Lode Parish Council has seven 
members, who are elected every four 
years by residents. If more than 
seven offer to stand, there is a poll, 
held together with the one for the 
District Councillors. If vacancies 
exist, these are advertised and 
members appointed. There is also a 
Clerk, who is employed to carry out 
administrative tasks in an official 
capacity.  

Members have to abide by a code of 
conduct and declare their financial 
and property interests, which may be 
seen on the Lode Parish Council 
section of the District Council's 
website. There are rules about 
personal and prejudicial interests.

The Parish Council holds meetings 
every month, except in August, which 
any resident is welcome to attend. 
They may put questions and make 
statements at the beginning of the 
meeting and are welcome to make 
helpful contributions during the 
meeting. There are also invited reports 
from the County and District 
Councillors, the National Trust and 
other village organisations. 

Planning applications are considered 
and responses to the District Council 
made. It may also comment upon 
Licensing Applications. Then there are 
discussions and decisions taken about 
things for which the Parish Council is 
responsible.  

Minutes of each meeting are published 
soon after on the village website and 
key points appear in Lode Star 
magazine the next month.  

Currently. £14,000 is received per year 
out of the Council Tax paid by some 
350 households in the parish, or about 
£40 each. Last year about £5,400 was 
spent on administrative matters and 
£1,200 on five insurance policies. 

£3,500 was spent on grass cutting of 
the recreation ground, play area, 
cemetery and grass verges.  

Other grass verges and amenity areas 
are cut by the District Council, which 
are either theirs, or owned by 
Sanctuary Housing.  

The Fassage Hall, which was built 
about six years ago as a combined 
community hall and sports pavilion, 
was financed purely by of grants from 
outside bodies. It has generated more 
income than expenditure since then. 

The Parish Council is the Managing 
Trustee of the Hall and Recreation 
Ground under Registered Charity 
300406. Fields in Trust (formerly the 
National Playing Fields Association) is 
the Holding or Custodian Trustee. 
The Parish Council receives 15% of 
the community infrastructure payments 
made by developers of new homes 
sold on the open market. These sums, 
and grants from the District Council 
and other bodies are spent on building 
and maintaining things enjoyed by the 
public. In some cases, the Parish 
Council makes repayable loans 
available for other facilities.

Welcome Henry Clarke 

Although Rotha wasn't born in Lode, it 
was her home for 75 years and it was 
certainly where her heart was. 

Rotha was the eldest daughter of Edgar 
'The Colonel' Parker and Lizzie Hughes. 
Edgar came from a family of Warwick-
shire Champion hedge cutters, but due to 
the First World War there wasn’t a need 
for hedge cutting so he turned himself 
into a bookmaker. Edgar and Lizzie up-
rooted from the Cheshire/Welsh border 
where Lizzie was from and moved to 
Toyse Lane in Burwell to be nearer to 
Newmarket. Edgar ran his bookmaking 
business from his office in Exning. Their 
first child Evan was born premature in 
September 1925 and died the next day, 
however their first daughter just survived. 
Rotha was only 3 ½ lbs. in weight and for 
the first few weeks of her life slept in a 
shoebox as she was so small. Edgar 
went out to register her birth, but after a 
good day on the horses was a little worse 
for wear drink-wise and forgot what his 
new daughter was to be called. As a re-
sult he picked the name Rotha, which 
was one of the horses he had won on that 
day, followed by Mary Martha and Eliza-
beth, which all had family connections. 
Rotha was very proud of all her names 
and insisted they were used as much as 
possible.  Funnily enough Rotha’s first 
great niece, Tamara, who was born on 

her birthday was also named after a race-
horse. Just under 2 years after Rotha 
was born, her sister Thora arrived and 
she too had equally impressive names, 
Thora Myfanwy Isobel Jane.  

During the war, the bookmaking business 
disappeared for Edgar as there was no 
racing. He applied to become a Publican 
and chose The 3 Horseshoes, so in 1939 
Rotha and her family moved to Lode. It 
didn’t take them long to settle into Lode 
life with Rotha becoming friends with Al-
ice Cornell, a friendship that would last 
the rest of her life. Rotha also attracted 
the attention of one of the Brand boys, 
John Willy, who lived a short walk away 
from the pub in Abbey Lane.  John would 
whistle for Rotha outside her window 
prompting sister Thora to shout to her 
‘Can you tell Brandy to shut up!’ John’s 
whistling must have had an effect , as in 
June 1948 they were married at St 
James’ Church. 11 months later their 
daughter Ingrid was born, who was chris-
tened on their first wedding anniversary. 
Due to a blood condition, she lost her 
next 2 children, Stephen lived a week 
and Iain was stillborn. Unable to have 
anymore children, Rotha and John adopt-
ed Paul in 1953 and he became part of 
this special family living in Lode Fen. The 
Brands often enjoyed trips to Hunstanton 
with the Clarke family, all packed into one

dringham there and back to eat. 

As Ingrid and Paul grew up, Rotha went 
to work at Anglesey Abbey as a House-
keeper and became popular with all the 
Fairhaven children, but most specially 
Rupert, who would ask for Rotha to look 
after him if he wasn’t feeling well.  Rotha 
would cycle down to the Abbey everyday, 
however on one occasion she fell off the 
bridge at the Mill and she ended up with 
her bike in the river.  Rotha was very gen-
erous, often looking after the graves in 
the cemetery for relatives who couldn’t 
get down to tend them. At one point she 
was looking after nearly 20 graves every 
week, but she didn’t mind one bit, and 
even got John to help her out when he 
retired. 

Rotha loved spoiling the grandchildren, 
Darren, Benjamin, Katrina and Vicky, with 
Saturday sweets and the Flake cakes 
from Colmans’ Bakery. Every Sunday she 
would make them a ground rice of their 
choice, even if it was blue or green or 

chocolate. In turn the great grandchil-
dren, Oscar, Erin, Roman and Cian were 
spoilt. Her motto was she wanted to see 
all her family happy whilst she was alive. 

After John Willy died in 2009, Rotha re-
mained in their flat until her Alzheimer’s 
meant that she was no longer capable of 
looking after herself, so in December 
2014 she moved to Queens Court. It was 
the Alzheimer’s that made her forget that 
she had a fear of rats and mice. It was 
one afternoon when they had a pets day, 
that she was caught by daughter Ingrid 
stroking a rat, not realising she had a fear 
of them 

If there was one thing that sums up 
Rotha it was her generous quality, always 
thinking of making others happy before 
herself.  It’s one of the things I will miss 
about her, together with her obsession 
with Camp Coffee and her unconditional 
love for everyone.

This year we are marking the 50
th
 

anniversary of Lord Fairhaven’s 
death and his bequest of Anglesey 
Abbey to the National Trust. 

The House team have put together 
a fantastic series of exhibitions 
throughout the summer focusing 
on various aspects of Lord 
Fairhaven’s life and interests.  

In June, the focus is Lord 
Fairhaven’s family, his up-bringing 
in America and the family move 
back to England. Featuring photo 
albums, books, letters and 
watercolours not normally on 
public display, the exhibition 
throws up little interesting nuggets, 
such as – his grandfather H. H. 
Rogers was a close friend of Mark 
Twain and saved him from 
bankruptcy, or Lord Fairhaven was 
asked to be an usher at the 
marriage of Mary, Princess Royal 
in 1922. 

As part of the Trust’s new art 
programme we have 
commissioned a piece of 
contemporary art which will appear 
in the garden in early June. The 
artist, Caroline Wright, has taken 
inspiration from Lord Fairhaven’s 
interest in ornithology to create a 
giant bird cage, large enough for a 
family to get inside, which will be 
located in the wildflower meadows.

Her Mother was a wonderful seamstress 
and made lovely clothes for her 
daughters including dance dresses and 
skating skirts which were much envied 
by other children and led to an income 
for her mother. Her stepfather was very 
generous when he was making money 
but items mysteriously disappeared 
when times were hard. Paula 
remembered they were the first family to 
have a TV and everyone crowded in to 
watch the Coronation. Her 
reminiscences were interspersed with 
poetry, which had us laughing, and 
remembering things we hadn’t thought 
of for years and made us very nostalgic 
about our growing up in this era and 
brought back many happy memories. 
She was given a vote of thanks by Judy 
Rayment and was surrounded by 
members for some time afterwards 
talking to her about their lives.

Our April speaker was Liz Mann, a 
former member of the gardening club, 
and her topic was The National 
Memorial Arboretum. This being the 
anniversary year of the battle of Somme 
in the First World War, perhaps a more 
detailed summary of her interesting and 
thought-provoking talk on the formation 
of the Arboretum is apt. 

 One hundred years ago we were mid-
way through the First World War. By then 
there had been over half a million British 
casualties and, with the Somme to follow 
from July to November 1916, a further 
300,000 names would be on the list by 
the end of the year. On the first day of 
that awful battle, nearly 60,000 British 
men died. The First World War officially 
ended at the eleventh hour on the 
eleventh day of the eleventh month: 
Armistice Day. Over 17 million people 
were dead, of whom nearly 700,000 
were British military personnel. Their 
memories, and the memories of all who 
have died in the many wars since then, 
are commemorated on Remembrance 
Day each year. 

In the late 1980s and early 1990s a 
number of things occurred which brought 
about the development of the National 
Memorial Arboretum. Group Captain 
Leonard Cheshire felt that the United 
Nations and its member states were 
reacting slowly to the increasing number 
of natural disasters around the world: 
famines, earthquakes, floods. He wanted 
to create a fund so huge that the interest 
alone would provide sufficient funds for 
any disaster relief operation, anywhere in 
the world. He also wanted people to give 
to this fund in remembrance of lives lost 
in the two World Wars. With the backing 
of the Secretary-General of the United 
Nations and many Heads of State, the 

idea of the World Memorial Fund for 
Disaster Relief was ready to be put into 
action. 

At the same time, Royal Naval 
Commander David Childs was also 
trying to raise interest in Disaster Relief 
operations. Eventually the two men 
united in their efforts to get this off the 
ground. In 1988 David Childs visited 
Arlington Cemetery and the American 
National Arboretum, and the idea of a 
British National Memorial Arboretum was 
born. Leonard Cheshire died in 1992, but 
David Childs pursued the idea and 
started looking for a suitable site. A site 
owned by Redland Aggregates near 
Lichfield in Staffordshire was identified; 
the plot was badly drained and marshy, 
the soil was poor, but it was available. 
Eventually Redland Aggregates offered 
the land with a 999-year lease at a 
nominal £1 a year rent. The original 
disaster relief fund had in the meantime 
been taken over by the Disaster 
Emergency Committee, and donations 
soon came in for the establishment of the 
National Memorial Arboretum. It was 
officially opened in 2001, it covers over 
30 acres with in excess of 50,000 trees 
planted. In the years since then, more 
than 300 separate memorials have been 
erected on the site, not all of them military
-based.  

The Shot at Dawn Memorial 
commemorates the 306 British and 
Commonwealth soldiers ‘shot at dawn’ 
during the First World War for desertion 
or cowardice. The memorial grove is at 
the eastern edge of the site, where dawn 
first touches the Arboretum. The name of 
each man is mounted on a wooden post 
arranged in arcs around the central 
statue. 75 years after the war, the 
Secrecy Act was lifted and campaigning 
started for pardons for these men and in 
2006 a posthumous pardon was granted 
to all 306 men. A truly moving memorial. 
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The Beat is the Police Memorial Avenue. 
It is an avenue of chestnuts, funded by 
every Police Force in the UK, each force 
has a plaque beside a tree. Individual 
memorials are found between the trees 
for police officers who died on duty. 
Chestnuts were chosen because the first 
truncheons were made from this wood. 

The Far East Prisoners of War, with 
such terrible images, have a memorial 
which includes the original lych-gate from 
Changi prison camp cemetery, and 
sections of the original track from the 
Burma and Sumatra railways. 

The War Widows Grove is dedicated to 
those women who lost their husbands 
during or as a result of their service 
careers. 

The Golden Grove is a raised mound 
containing golden trees and shrubs to 
celebrate the lives of couples who have 
been married for 50 years. 

The Children’s Woodland was 
designed to combine trees, wildlife and 
education with remembrance. It has 
become known as the Wind in the 
Willows Wood, with carvings of 
characters from the book. The trees in 
the woodland are individually dedicated 
to children who have died. 

The SANDS Memorial has been placed 
by the Still-birth and Neo-natal Deaths 
Society. 

There is the Millennium Chapel of 
Peace and Forgiveness, the only place 
in the country where the act of 
remembrance is carried out every single 
day at 11 o’clock. 

The Armed Forces Memorial is the 
largest and most impressive memorial in 
the Arboretum, a mound 100 metres 
wide at the base and 6 metres high. On 
the flattened top are four walls, 2 straight 
walls within 2 curved ones. At the centre 
are two bronze sculptures. 15,000 
names were carved when the memorial 

was first created and there is space for 
15,000 more. Each spring the names of 
those who have died in the previous 12 
months are engraved, a dedication 
service held and all the names read out.  

These are just a few of the 300 individual 
memorials, space doesn’t allow for more 
detail.  75% of the funding is self-
generated, 18% comes from the Royal 
British Legion and only 7% is public 
funding. Liz has contributed her fee for 
the talk to the National Memorial 
Arboretum. Thank you Liz for a truly 
inspirational talk.

In 2010-11 there were more than 96 
million books on Britain’s library 
shelves but only 82 million in 2014-5.

I was a stranger, and 
you invited me into your 
home.ò (Matthew 25.35) When his 
disciples didn’t understand what He 
meant, He clarified that, whenever we 
meet the needs of others, it is as if we 
are doing it for Him directly, such is His 
closeness to, and heart for, the 
marginalised.

Easter Gift Day Thanks and Church Clock Latest 
Thanks to everyone who donated to our annual Easter Gift Day.  The total raised 
was £1,518 and this helps us to keep the building in good condition and available 
for regular services, as well as continuing the work of the church in the wider 
community.
